Thank you for your letter of July 23, 2002 in response to my letter of July 8, 2002.

As I have stated before, neither I nor my company have any vested interest with respect
to cross-linked polyethylene tubing and would not be interested in attending your fall
meeting at my own expense.

I feel that T have fulfilled my social, moral and legal responsibility by way of my letters
of January 17, 2002 and July 8, 2002. Hopefully, I have alerted you and NSF to a
perspective on cross-linked polyethylene tubing that you and NSF have not previously
considered. What NSF does to fulfill its social, moral and legal responsibility in this
matter is entirely up to NSF.

My plan has always been to pursue funding for continued research on this issue through
other, non-NSF, sources. The only reason I suggested that NSF consider funding was
because of what seemed to be an NSF perception that I had some vested interest in this
matter, or that I would continue research at my own expense, or that I would willingly
travel and make presentations to NSF committees at my own investment of time and
money. My suggestion that NSF might fund the continued work was only made so that
you would not think that possibility was not open to NSF. T am very well aware of other
entities, both outside and inside the NSF community, that have considerable interest in
this subject. I will be approaching them with research and consulting proposals in the
very near future.
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
